Helpful Tools
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Gather the neccessary tools as shown below to complete the
installation of this faucet. Some may not be needed depending
on the model of faucet you are installing. Check with you local

hardware store on the requirements of your installation situation.

(A) 3/8" O.D. copper tubing (ball nose risers with
the coupling nuts or;

(B) 3/8" copper tubing (no ball) with supplied tube
head interior connector or;

(C) IPS faucet connectors (1/2").
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EI Spray Hose Installation
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A. Insert spray hose assembly (1) to far right hole on sink. Hand tighten
with nut from underneath.

B. Insert spray hose (2) down hose assembly.

C. Connect male end (3) with spray and hand tighten.

EI Assembly
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A. Clean installation site, remove any debris from the area.

B. Remove mounting nuts (4) and nut gaskets (5) while keeping deck
gasket (6) attached.

C. Pull spray hose (7) through sink center hole and connect with
faucet diverter (8).

Water Supply Lines

| E Connect to water supply lines with either:
(A) 3/8" O.D. copper tubing (ball nose risers with
the coupling nuts or;

(B) 3/8" copper tubing (no ball) with supplied tube
head interior connector or;

(C) IPS faucet connectors (1/27).

Important:

Remove the aerator and let both hot and cold water run
for one minube. This will help clean any debris that might
othewise clog the system. Replace aerator.

Test system for leak.

Mounting Screw

If Handle is loose, tighten handle mounting
screw with included hex wrench.

@ Maintenance and Care

Question:
What is the best method of cleaning the faucet?

Answer:

The best way to clean the faucet is to use a clean damp cloth without
any chemical cleaning agents. All Jandon Faucet are manufactured
using quality coating technique and should make the finish last for a
very long time without corrosion.

Question:
How do you clean the faucet cartridge?

Answer:

To clean the cartridge first you will need to shut off the water supply.

Remove the handle(s) and then the cartridge. Flush the cartridge with
water and then soak for five minutes. Replace parts in reverse order.

EI Troubleshooting

Question:
My newly installed faucet drips after | shut it off.

Answer:
Operate the handle on and off about 15-20 times. This will remove
any air left in your supply lines.

Question:
The tailpiece that came with my lavatory faucet is not long enough.

Answer:
Depending on the distance of your sink setup you may need to
purchase a longer tailpiece available at any hardware store.

Question:
What is ceramic disc valving?

Answer:

Ceramic disc valves are the latest in valve design. They control the
water flow by using two airtight disc that glides back and forth. The
materials of the ceramic disc are as hard as diamonds. Hence they
are unaffected by temperature extremes, sand, rust or hard water

conditions. With these performance parts, Jandon Faucet guarantees

a drip-free and maintenance-free performance.

EI Troubleshooting

Question:
Why is water pressure low or improper water pattern?

Answer:

Make sure water supply valve is fully opened. Low pressure and improper water
pattern could be caused by debris inside the aerator. Remove aerator by gently
turning counter-clockwise, and then flush inside the aerator to clear away any
debris. Install back and test.

Question:
Why is the handle lose?

Answer:

Your faucet’s handle are designed to be interchangeable. Sometimes the handle
might get lose if the set screw is not tighten inward enough. Use the included
hex wrench to tighten.

Question:
Why is water leaking beneath the sink?

Answer:

Make sure the upper gasket of the pop up is properly seated. Also you might
want to further tighten the nut from underneath. Furthermore, the use of silicon
or putty might help gaps seal better.
